A discussion took place about how the Council can best staff the Clerks role. It was suggested that a new working group of all councillors is created, to investigate the options available for a new WPC Proper officer and Responsible Financial Officer.
Councillors agreed that the Clerk reports to the Council and not just to one individual councillor.
RESOLVED: A new working group be created to Proposed Cllr Ball, Second Cllr Osmond, unanimous.
ACTION: Cllr Ball to co-ordinate a meeting of the new working group.
61.3 To consider arrangements for interim cover for the Clerk/RFO to WPC and make any appropriate decisions.
A discussion took place, and the clerk to Wolston, Brandon and Bretford Joint burial board, is prepared to support Wolston Parish Council in the role of Clerk and RFO.
RESOLVED: Lorraine Knowles be appointed as temporary Clerk and RFO for Wolston Parish Council at the SCP rate of LC XX, for up to 20 hours per week, to be reviewed regularly.  Proposed Cllr Ball, Second Cllr Rainey, unanimous.
ACTION: Cllr Rainey will discuss with WBBJBB, the creation of their own payroll. Cllr Ball to obtain a template for a temporary contract from WALC.
